Surat Al-Bakara
2:176

(Their doom is) because God sent down the Book in truth but those who seek causes of dispute in the Book are in a schism Far (from the purpose). 

Conflict => Isolated.  The reason this is conflicting is because theverus starts out with the word "doom" for those who are not believers and this isolates them from the believers who believe in the "book".

2:177

It is not righteousness that ye turn your faces Towards east or West; but it is righteousness- to believe in God and the Last Day, and the Angels, and the Book, and the Messengers; to spend of your substance, out  of love for Him, for your kin, for orphans, for the needy, for the wayfarer, for those who ask, and for the ransom of slaves; to be steadfast in prayer, and practice regular charity; to fulfil the contracts which ye have  made; and to be firm and patient, in pain (or suffering) and a diversity, and throughout all periods of panic.  Such are the people of truth, the God-fearing. 


Conflict => Isolated.  The reason this is conflicting is because the differences being in the word "righteousness" would mean different things for different groups and therefore isolates these believers from the rest of the other groups.     

2:178

O ye who believe! the law of equality is prescribed to you in cases of murder: the free for the free, the slave for the slave, the woman for the woman. But if any remission is made by the brother of the slain, then grant any reasonable demand, and compensate him with handsome gratitude, this is a concession and a Mercy from your Lord. After this whoever exceeds the limits shall be in grave penalty. 

Isolated => Conflict.  The first statement "O ye who believe!" isolates believers from everyone else because there are some people who do not believe what the believers believe.  It is a conflict because this phrase "the law of equality" might mean different for others then the believers and therefore causes a conflict.

2:179

In the Law of Equality there is (saving of) Life to you, o ye men of understanding; that ye may restrain   yourselves. 

Unifying => Isolated.  It unifies the men of the "Law of Equality" and isolates them from the others who are not of that rank of being men who stand and understand by the "Law of Equality".

2:180

It is prescribed, when death approaches any of you, if he leave any goods that he make a bequest to parents and next of kin, according to reasonable usage; this is due from the God-fearing. 

  Unifying => Isolated.  The statement talks of people who have family that die and it unifies people like 

  that, but Isolates them from others who are not reasonable in the "bequest usage".

2:181

If anyone changes the bequest after hearing it, the guilt shall be on those who make the change. For God hears and knows (All things).  

Isolated => Conflict.  The person that change the "bequest" are isolated and this causes conflict for the persons that do against what is said "those who make the change".

2:182

But if anyone fears partiality or wrong-doing on the part of the testator, and makes peace between (The parties concerned), there is no wrong in him: For God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful. 


Coexist => Unifying => Isolated.  It is coexisting at first because it does not pertain to certain persons "anyone" and then unifies everyone that exists in that party and finally isolates them because it is only in that unified party that unification occurs and therefore isolates them from everyone else. 

2:183

O ye who believe! Fasting is prescribed to you as it was prescribed to those before you, that ye may (learn) self-restraint,- 

Unifying => Isolated.  For "O ye who believe" the people who believe, is unifying that group and isolates them from the non-believers.

2:184

(Fasting) for a fixed number of days; but if any of you is ill, or on a journey, the prescribed number (Should be made up) from days later. For those who can do it (With hardship), is a ransom, the feeding of one that is indigent. But he that will give more, of his own free will,- it is better for him. And it is better for you that ye fast, if ye only knew. 

Isolated .  It is a statement on "Fasting" and that is for a certain group that isolated because of the procedures that it is giving to its believers.

2:185

Ramadhan is the (month) in which was sent down the Qur'an, as a guide to mankind, also clear (Signs) for guidance and judgment (Between right and wrong). So every one of you who is present (at his home) during that month should spend it in fasting, but if any one is ill, or on a journey, the prescribed period (Should be made up) by days later. God intends every facility for you; He does not want to put to difficulties. (He wants you) to complete the prescribed period, and to glorify Him in that He has guided you; and perchance ye shall be grateful. 

Unifying => Isolated.  A message for all to unify "mankind", but in turn not all will follow this message, so therefore it will isolate the followers from the one's who reject it.

2:186

When My servants ask thee concerning Me, I am indeed close (to them): I listen to the prayer of every suppliant when he calleth on Me: Let them also, with a will, Listen to My call, and believe in Me: That they may walk in the right way. 

Isolated .  It is a statement that is for a certain group "My servants" that isolated because it is a statement of the procedures that it is given to its believers.

2:187

Permitted to you, on the night of the fasts, is the approach to your wives. They are your garments and ye are their garments. God knoweth what ye used to do secretly among yourselves; but He turned to you and forgave you; so now associate with them, and seek what God Hath ordained for you, and eat and drink, until the white thread of dawn appear to you distinct from its black thread; then complete your fast Till the night appears; but do not associate with your wives while ye are in retreat in the mosques. Those are Limits (set by) God: Approach not nigh thereto. Thus doth God make clear His Signs to men: that they may learn self restraint. 

Isolated .  It is a statement that is for a certain group that talks of the month of Ramadan and do and don'ts that can be done in this month.  This is isolated because of the procedures about spouses and religious procedures that it is giving to its believers.

2:188

And do not eat up your property among yourselves for vanities, nor use it as bait for the judges, with intent that ye may eat up wrongfully and knowingly a little of (other) people's property. 


Coexist => Isolated.  The message is for all mankind talking about not being to greedy but there are the believers and non-believers and therefore this isolates the believers from the non-believers.

2:189

They ask thee concerning the New Moons. Say: They are but signs to mark fixed periods of time in (the affairs of) men, and for Pilgrimage. It is no virtue if ye enter your houses from the back: It is virtue if ye fear God. Enter houses through the proper doors: And fear God: That ye may prosper. 

Unifying => Isolated.  The message is for all mankind talking about the "New Moons" and "Pilgrimage and then in turn isolates them from the non-believers who think otherwise and says that the people "who fear God they may prosper".

2:190

Fight in the cause of God those who fight you, but do not transgress limits; for God loveth not transgressors. 

Conflict => Isolated.  The word "fight" causes a conflict because the type of cause for the fight would not be the   same as for other people who believe otherwise.  This isolates this group from other groups.

2:191

And slay them wherever ye catch them, and turn them out from where they have Turned you out; for tumult and oppression are worse than slaughter; but fight them not at the Sacred Mosque, unless they (first) fight you there; but if they fight you, slay them. Such is the reward of those who suppress faith. 
Conflict => Isolated.  The conflict is the word "slay them" this statement causes a conflict between the verus is talking to and the others who are to be the slain.  This is talking to a certain group and therefore it isolates them from everyone else.

2:192

But if they cease, God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful. 


Isolated => Coexist.  The reason for isolation is that there are two parties at battle that is depicted in the pervious verus.  Then coexist because the parties "cease" the fighting and says that God is Oft-forgiving and Most Merciful meaning the allowance of coexistance.
